 A performance fee and time allocation will be offered to the artiste/s 

Once the artiste/s confirm the contract, the following fees will be applicable upon 
cancellation:  
 

 More than 30 days prior to the performance date; No fee payable to London 
Borough of Lambeth. 

 

 Between 22-30 days prior to the performance date; 25% of the full agreed fee to 
London Borough of Lambeth. 
 

 Between 15-21 days prior to the performance date; 50% of the full agreed fee to 
London Borough of Lambeth. 
 

 Between 8-14 days prior to the performance date; 75% of the full agreed fee to 
London Borough of Lambeth. 
 

 Between 1-7 days prior to the performance date; the full agreed fee will be payable 
to London Borough of Lambeth. 
 

 The artiste/s agrees that the fee is inclusive of all agreed expenses, including 
travelling expenses to and from the venue unless otherwise agreed in advance and 
detailed on the booking agreement. 
 

 No fee shall be payable to the artiste/s in advance of his/her performance.  
 

 No fee shall be payable to the artiste/s for any day upon which this engagement 
shall be suspended by reason of Royal Demise, National Mourning, Fire, Epidemic, 
War, Strikes, lockout or by reason of order of any Licensing or Authority.  
 

 The artiste/s at the time of signing this contract shall not be under any contract to a 
third party that might preclude him/her from fulfilling the engagement.  
 

 Non fulfilment of contract will result in loss or expenses incurred to be charged to 
the artistes/client.  
 

 All artiste/s are responsible for TAX & National Insurance contributions.  
 

 Artiste/s and their staff must provide assurances that any staff that are likely to 
come in to contact with children have had a satisfactory Disclosure and Barring 
Service (DBS) check – previously Criminal Records Bureau (CRB) – within the last 12 
months. All paperwork must be provided upon request.
